City Center Redevelopment

The City of Caldwell has undertaken an aggressive effort to revitalize the City

Center through the restoration of Indian Creek , restoration of the historic Train
Depot and the redevelopment of the downtown, creating a live, work, play and

shop atmosphere. The investment of $ 20 million in governmental funds  through
2009 will create the incentive for $ 150 million in private investment in the City
Center within the next ten years .

The first Phase of the Redevelopment is the Catalyst Redevelopment Project
which is now underway to develop the new mixed use, LEED certified City

Center complex with a new City Hall. Oppenheimer Development Corporation
has been selected to plan, design -
and construct the Catalyst Project. b
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Public Meetings will be scheduled for January and March 2008 to inform the
community of the progress of the Catalyst Project and to obtain input during
concept planning.
